Cl i f f  Dan i el s wi l l  discuss the scrol l  saw at  our  Apr i l  meet ing. 

Without  quest ion, Cl i f f  is one of our  Gui ld’s most  accomplished woodworkers. He 
is most ly sel f-taught . Whi le Cl i f f  has been a woodworker  most of his l i fe, he became 
more ser ious about  twenty years ago and, after  joining the Gui ld in the ear ly 90’s, he 
was t ruly inspi red by what  he saw and learned in this group. 

H is most  recent  award was “Best  of Show” in our  jur ied showing last  November    
for  the “23 Psalm” done with a scrol l  saw. 

In the ear ly summer Cl i ff wi l l  teach a ser ies of Saturday classes on the scrol l  saw. 
At  our  meet ing he wi l l  discuss the di fferent  aspects of the saw, accessor ies, and sup-
pl ies and show examples of what  can be accomplished with the saw.

As Kenton Hal l  showed us pictures of his work, one is st ruck by how with one foot  fi rmly planted in 
the past  the other  st retches far  into the future.  Kenton is fascinated by the old wor ld ar t  that  al lowed furniture 
makers to create joinery that  is beaut i ful ly t ight  after  a hundred years.  He has spent  a great  deal of t ime in the 
nor th east  studying techniques of the past  great  master  furniture makers.  Yet  his work has a futur ist ic feel. 

As an inst ructor  at  Bal l  State University, Kenton encourages his students to venture to the very edges of 
their  imaginat ions and look into the future to create new unique creat ive designs.  H is students, even those who 
had never  before done woodworking, create interest ing, new furniture pieces.  H is seminar  is sure to be thought  
provoking and inspir ing.  The class wi l l  concentrate on chair  making and creat ing those joints that  should be 
t ight  in a hundred years.  Kenton says that  the secret  to those t ight  joints is understanding the affects of mois-
ture on wood and manipulat ing i t  to your  advantage.

We have received not ice that  Alabama Woodworkers 
Gui ld, Inc. has been determined to be an exempt  organiza-
t ion under  Sect ion 501 ©(3) of the Internal Revenue Code 
and fur ther  granted the status of a publ ic char i t y.
