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Stick-and-Socket Furniture; Ancient to Contemporary

Kenton Hall, Professor, Department of Art
Ball State University, Muncie, Indiana
One-Day Seminar presented to the Alabama Woodworkers Guild

Saturday, June 11 (8:00 AM)

At 614 24th Street South, Birmingham

Stick-and-socket joinery was, quite likely, the first and is still one of the most accessible join-
ery techniques for use in wooden furniture. From surviving ancient Egyptian examples; medie-
val turners chairs, stools, tables, and spinning wheels; to American Windsor chairs the tech-
nique has been widely used on a variety of furniture forms.

The seminar will begin by discussing the technique through images of the above examples and
others with the remainder of the day demonstrating modern methods of cutting, fitting, and se-
curing the components of the joint with readily available, inexpensive tools. Chair forms will be
discussed in detail. Personal explorationsin chair and table forms will also be used as examples.
