M aylene, AL  

Preface: The Shop at  Maylene is advancing toward 
funct ional i ty. The basic cleanup work has been ac-
complished. Most  of the t r im work has been com-
pleted and the paint ing is wel l  under  way. Thanks to 
many hours of work by volunteers, the operat ion of 
the shop is in sight , but  much work remains to be 
done. Some specific responsibi l i t ies for  the comple-
t ion of the shop have been set . Many other areas re-
main to be coordinated before the shop can be opened 
for  use by the gui ld members.  

A team has been named to ensure the coordinat ion 
of the necessary work to complete the shop and make 
i t  ready for  use. The Coordinat ion Team members 
are: J ohn  Gasque, Bu zz K el l y , J ohn L aw son and 
Bi l l  New m an. 

Some i tems remaining to be accompl ished are: 
Complete the inter ior  paint ing of the bui lding 
Complete the instal lat ion of the t r im 
Instal l  l ight ing (Char l i e Ar d  has the lead on this) 
Determine stat ionary tools &  lumber  storage locat ion 
Instal l  the receptacles/connect ions for  power  tools  
Complete wir ing (Ch ar l i e Ar d  lead) 
Check floor  st ructure to ensure suppor t  for  tools 
   (the jointer  is probably the greatest  concern) 
Finish floors in shop and the ki tchen/office area 
Instal l  stat ionary tools in the shop  
   (table saw(s), jointer , planer , etc) 
Instal l  the lumber  storage rack/system 
Instal l  HVAC (Char l i e Ar d  lead) 
Instal l  dust  col lect ion system (Char l i e Ar d  lead) 
Complete t i le work &  cabinet  instal lat ion in bath-
room adjacent  to the shop 
Instal lat ion of a water  heater  (?) 
Select ion of a shop manager  

Many of these i tems have been discussed and 
much of the planning is in place. Steps and schedule 
need to be documented. I t ems on a cr i t ical  path to 
complet ing the shop and must  be per formed in a par-
t icular  sequence (such as the instal lat ion of the l ight -
ing need to be addressed before the floors are fin-
ished so that  the floors are not  scratched by moving 
scaffolding around).  

As we move toward complet ion, i t  wi l l  be useful  to 
have a wr i t ten plan so that  each step can be coordi-
nated with other  steps. A wr i t ten sequence of steps 
wi l l  help to ensure that  each responsible person can 
plan how to accomplish his/her  work. The Coordina-
t ion Team wil l  be the keeper  of the plan for  comple-
t ion of the shop. Many people wi l l  have input  into 
the complet ion plan, but  one official  plan wi l l  be 
maintained so that  it  can be communicated to al l 
who are interested and/or  need i t  to complete their  
work.
