Ron has attended and consulted with several schools all over the country in-
cluding The Center For Furniture Craftsmanship in Maine where he was inspired
to create a woodworking school in Alpharetta, Georgia. His school teaches the
“process” of fine woodworking as opposed to concentrating on “project” building.
Many of our members have attended classes at the Dogwood Institute and can
attest to the fine programs offered there.

How to Build a Gentleman’s Toolchest

Ron Peyton, a master woodworker of 30 years from Alpharetta, GA,, is the
director and owner of The Dogwood Institute School of Fine Woodworking. He is
one of our patron sponsors, has presented programs at the Alabama Woodwork-
ers Guild on two previous occasions, and judged two of our annual shows.

Ron will be presenting “How To Build A Gentleman’s Toolchest”. Ron’s
chest won three Awards at the last Wood Show in Atlanta 2008. The Awards

were First in the Master’s Level, Best of Show, and the People’s Choice Award.
He will not bring the entire Toolchest as it is a very large piece of furniture.
Instead, he will bring segments such as a door and drawers from the chest to
show and discuss how they were made. Highlighting his presentation will be
the discussion on how he inlayed over 352 pieces of veneer into the doors and
drawers to accentuate the toolchest. He will also discuss how he chose the fin-
ish. Time will be allowed for questions and further discussion.

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A Visit to Kelly Mehler’s
School of Woodworking

I've been a woodworker for 30
years. The first 25 years were proba-
bly more hacking than woodworking,
but I never gave up. My first large pur-
chase when I bought my first house was
a tablesaw. Really, I was a single
guy with an 80 year old house that
needed work, a new Craftsman tablesaw
and little furniture.

One of the tools I acquired from my
Dad around that time was his lathe, an
old Blue Star driven by a line shaft. I
also acquired a bag full of my grandfa-
ther's lathe tools. I moved the lathe and
tools 4 or 5 times across three states
over the next 25 years and never set it
up, partly due to lack of interest and
partly due to having to mount the lathe,
mount the line shaft and mount the
heavy old electric motor.

Fast forward to 2007. Unable to
pass up a good deal on tools, I bought
one of the Delta lathes that the Guild
had access to from The Dogwood Insti-
tute. It's the last significant tool my
shop needed and it was about time to
learn how to use a lathe. So, I chucked
up some scraps and went at it. Then I
built two Shaker trestle tables with
turned legs. I never got comfortable
using the lathe and struggled through
turning those four legs. When the lathe
tossed a gouge across the shop, I decided
it was time to learn the right way before
I got hurt. I convinced Cathy, my wife,
that five days at Kelly Mehler's
School of Woodworking was a great
way to spend a week's vacation, and
she was welcome to spend the week in
Berea, KY with me. She declined, but
granted permission to attend the
school.

So, in early June I made the trek to
Berea for a weeklong class on Turning
Legs and Spindles for Furniture.
Kelly's place is tucked back off the road
on 10 acres. The building was designed
to be an instructional facility and is laid
out well. The class had 7 students
with Nick Cook as our instructor.
Nick is a well known turner with
his own school and shop in Mari-
etta, GA. I was amazed at how effort-
less he made turning a table leg or a
spindle - beads, coves and tapers liter-
ally in minutes, and perfect. Nick was

well prepared for the class with materi-
als, handouts and tools all provided. He
was very patient and took the time to
put his hands on yours and explain ex-
actly how to hold the tools and maneu-
ver them.

We had a project to complete each
day (and subsequent days and nights to
finish them up!). The first day we were
introduced to the skew. Yes, the scary
sharp skew that we are all taught to be
afraid of. The first thing Nick told us
was that your skew must be sharp -
very, very sharp. The project was a
garden dibble. Well, I had the honor of
proving how sharp my skew was, by
providing the first blood, and of course,
on the first day. That darn lathe tossed
the skew right into the my ring finger
and sliced it good. Kelly offered to call
his close personal friend, an ER doctor,
who would "work me in" to the front of
the line. Well, I did the manly thing
and bandaged it up real good and kept
on going. I even used the skew to turn
the blood off my dibble.

For the next couple of days, Nick
introduced us to rough gouges, be-
dans, spindle gouges and parting tools,
including the "Nick Cook" parting tool
that he designed (buy one, it's worth it).
As Nick introduced each new lathe tool,
he also showed us how to sharpen each
the correct way (did I mention that I put
the scary sharp edge on the skew that
attacked me?). The projects were mak-
ing 4 identical table legs, 4 identical
spindles and a table lamp (or candle-
holder, depending on how you worked
the design).

On Thursday, we were introduced
to the lathe chuck and bowl gouge. The
project was a three legged stool. Work-
ing on a free spinning chunk of wood
that would eventually be the stool seat
was an entirely different skill set from
turning legs. Again, Nick was right
there the entire time with his pa-
tience, skills and knowledge. The
project on Friday, the last day, was a
four legged shop stool. We put all of the
skills from the week together into the
last project. I was surprised how it all
came together for me by the end of the
week.

You might recall when Kelly did
the seminar for our Guild, that he
was very safety conscious. He prac-
tices what he preaches, and expects

the same in his school from stu-
dents and instructors. There were
a couple times that Nick ran across
the shop shouting - Stop! Stop!, and
correcting someone. It wasn't me, not
even when the second bloody incident
happened....

Kelly, his wife Terry, and his as-
sistant Jordan, were gracious hosts
and provided all the amenities we
needed during the week. This in-
cluded snacks, soft drinks, bottled wa-
ter and lunch each day. Lunches
were always hot, freshly made
that day and plentiful. They were
considerate of any special dietary
needs. On Wednesday evening, appe-
tizers and adult beverages were served
at a reception for the students.

Berea is a small, college town with
basic services. There are a half dozen
budget hotels, plus Boone Tavern, an
upscale hotel run by Berea College
students. I stayed in a dorm room on
the college campus the first three
nights, then moved to the Country
Inn. Ask Kelly, Terry or Jordan why I
didn't stay the entire week on cam-
pus. Itis quite a story. Ask me some-
time and I might tell you! Restau-
rants are limited - there are two Sub-
ways, one Chinese restaurant, a cou-
ple of Italian/pizza places and some
local places tucked away on side
streets. There is one Wal-Mart and no
Walgreen's/CVS/Rite Aid. No night
life that I know of. Berea is "dry", so
come prepared, or Richmond, KY is 15
miles north and Lexington is an hour
away. During the summer, Kelly rec-
ommends that you attend the free
"Pickin' on the Porch" local music fest
on Thursday nights. Local musicians
bring their instruments and just start
jamming on the front porch of an old,
restored cabin. There were 7 musi-
cians when it started and over 20
when I left three hours later. The mu-
sic is gospel, country and bluegrass
and very entertaining.

I highly recommend attending
a woodworking school, and cer-
tainly endorse Kelly's school. You
will be totally immersed in mak-
ing sawdust for 8 hours a day
and learning new skills to take
back home with you. I accom-
plished my objective and have even
used my skew a few times since June.
